Bean, Rib & Brisket cook-Off

Saturday & Sunday, March 17 & 18

            THEME:  THE “LUCKY” COWBOY BEAN BLOWOUT
Entry Fees & Rules

You may enter all three categories for a total of $165 or… 
Entry fee for beans is $40.  Beans must be pinto beans.  Cookers must cook a minimum of 5 lbs of dried beans (10 lbs is better) each day.  This is a two day event!!  Only dried beans will be eligible (no canned).  Beans may be presoaked but must be cooked during the event.  Beans must be given away to spectators with the Cook-off Sample cups.  One spoonful per spectator is sufficient.  Beans cannot be sold by the cookers.  Make sure you retain enough beans for the finals.
1. Entry fee for ribs is $65.  Ribs may be pork or beef.  A minimum of 12 ribs must be cooked for judging.  Ribs may be marinated, but must be cooked during the event.  Cookers may sell their ribs to the public, but make sure you retain enough for judging.
2. Entry fee for brisket is $65.  Brisket may be marinated, but must be cooked during the event.  Cookers may sell servings of their brisket to the public, but make sure you retain enough for judging.
3. No nails, screws, bolts, etc. may be placed in the pavement, sidewalk or lawn at anytime.  Fires may not be made directly on the pavement.
4. Each cooker will receive only ONE SPACE.  Additional spaces are $65 each.
5. Check-in times will be staggered, please check your confirmation card. If special times are required please call. ALL COOKERS WILL ENTER THE SQUARE FROM HOUSTON STREET ONLY!  Please pull up as close as possible to your space to unload as quickly as possible, and then move your vehicle. No vehicles will be allowed on the square after 7:45 a.m. Saturday morning, March 21st. Security will be provided both nights.
6. Cooking can be done on charcoal cookers, smokers, Coleman stoves, etc.  Heat sources must be contained at all times.  All beans, ribs and brisket must be checked in by a cook-off official prior to cooking.
Last, but not least, have fun!  Remember, “Public consumption of alcoholic beverages is prohibited by law.”
